Bait and Switch

This is a fraudulent or deceptive marketing tactic
in which a retail business advertises a certain
product at an irresistible low price (the bait) in
order to lure consumers into their store. When
the consumer goes to purchase the item, they
discover that it is unavailable, and the merchant
pressures them instead to purchase a similar but
more expensive product (switching).

““When they came out to see him,
they begged him to stay in their
village. So he stayed for two days, *
long enough for many more to hear
his message and believe.

*Then they said to the woman, “Now
we believe, not just because of what
you told us, but because we have
heard him ourselves. Now we know
that he is indeed the Savior of the
world”
