Breastplate of Righteousness

being.
*Our enemy will do what he can to
penetrate it.

*Proverbs 4:23. Guard your heart.
*Guard against unforgiveness.













Sandals of Peace

*They give us confidence to navigate our day
spiritually.

*Peace and confidence are like the cleats that
help us to stand our ground.










Shield of Faith

*Taking God at His Word extinguishes the
flaming arrows of doubt.

*We need to be strong in our faith with one
another, just like Testudo.

*God’s faithfulness in the past gives us hope
for the future.




Helmet of Salvation

*Protects our thought life.

*Keeps out the Enemy’s distractions and
helps us to focus on God.

*The enemy can’t penetrate what Christ did
for us on the Cross.

*Gives us hope that the best is yet to come.

* Available at all times for use by reading God'’s
Word and memorizing it.

*Sharp enough to separate out the lies that
we tell ourselves deep inside.
